ause — I needed one badly. It was waiting
for me in a secluded cabin in Chile at the
end of last summer. Our second season
of CAMPO Canteen had come to a close,
our 3rd annual CAMPO Artfest and benefit dinner
were behind us. Team CAMPO was proud and ex-
hausted. We needed a breather before an upcoming
U.S. fundraising tour and fall residency. A few days
before my flight to Chile, however, Covid-19 land-
ed in Uruguay, my trip was canceled, and just like
that CAMPO and I - and the world - stopped.

The country had a very low virus count, but we
hunkered down at home nevertheless for what one
might call a long winter siesta. As I rested, reset
and rediscovered neglected pastimes, I also wor-
ried about the state of the world and about the fu-
ture of CAMPO. I was concerned that we weren't
doing enough to help artists who were struggling
around the globe and I felt I should step up as a
leader. But I just didn't have the energy. Workahol-
ism caught up with me and I crashed.

We canceled our May residency program and then
the one slated for October. CAMPO time stopped.

I managed, however, to attend supportive Zoom
talks organized by the Alliance of Artist Com-
munities for directors of residency programs, and
we supported a heroic band of topnotch chefs
who cooked up fresh food for people in need.
And in Garzon, we handmade masks to give to
pueblo residents, although at the time we couldn't
imagine anyone in Garzon would ever need a mask.

Though the virus was at bay in Uruguay, the collec-
tive anxiety started to vibrate within the walls of
our casas and our beings. In the Pause and stillness,
we began to listen to our inner voices and examine
our belief systems - a unique opportunity to con-
nect with ourselves and also with each other. In
the pause, while we tapped into prolific suffering,
we also witnessed the reveal of beautiful truths
and the emergence of ideas.
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For close to three months,
I relished my stay-at-home
world and had a chance to re-
ally consider all things CAM-
PO. NOW is what I grew to
understand. Now is the time
when places like CAMPO are
needed more than ever. Now
people understand the impor-
tance and need for stillness
and connection; the essential-
ness of pausing.

Not only that, people were
connecting. And in new ways.
And it wasn't just me. It was
you. It was everyone. And
it was needed. I knew that
CAMPO must go on, and that
it must also strengthen its
mission around connection,
community and conversation.

And so we went back to work.
Our future called for creative
solutions and the idea of a
global CAMPO Artfest was
born. [See more on page 4].
We launched a crowdfunding
campaign to engage people all
over the world and raise mon-
ey and awareness for our 4th
annual festival and founda-
tion. Thanks to support from
this year’s host committee, reward donations and
dollars from everywhere, we exceeded our $80k
goal and, for the first time, offered stipends to our
50+ artists.

With our theme BREAKING BORDERS, CAMPO
Artfest 2020 has become a vehicle to jumpstart
conversation around difficult issues, and a
launching pad for problem-solving discussions.
As we gathered artists and passionate voices on
various topics during the months leading up to
festival day, our vision of creative summits became
a virtual reality. This is a program we aim to
continue to develop - inviting thought-leaders to
Garzon for creative think-tanks — when we build
our main campus designed by celebrated architect
Rafael Vinoly in the next two years.

In the meantime, our charming Almacen studio
was transformed into a mini CAMPO Canteen this
unique summer, sharing coffee, creativity and con-
versation. We are excited about the influx of people
moving to the Punta del Este area and an impending
cultural boom. [See more on page 7]. And, thanks to
our big Pause, which moved us into a more authen-
tic, creative and motivated headspace, CAMPO is,
more than ever, ready to deliver. ®

Pausa... necesitaba una desesperadamente. Me esta-
ba esperando una cabaiia aislada en Chile a finales
del verano pasado. Nuestra segunda temporada de
CAMPO Canteen habia llegado a su fin, nuestra ter-
cera edicion de CAMPO Artfest y cena benéfica ya
habian quedado atrés. El equipo de CAMPO estaba
orgulloso y cansado. Necesitdbamos un respiro an-
tes de la proxima gira de recaudacion de fondos y
la residencia de otofio. Unos dias antes de mi vuelo
a Chile, el Coivd-19 llegé a Uruguay y mi viaje fue
cancelado, de repente, tanto CAMPO como yo -y el
mundo - nos detuvimos.

El pais tenia un recuento muy bajo de casos positi-
vos, pero nos refugiamos en casa sin embargo para
lo que se podria llamar una larga siesta de invierno.
Mientras descansaba, reiniciaba y redescubria los pa-
satiempos descuidados, también me preocupaba por

como estaba el mundo y por el futuro de CAMPO.
Me preocupaba que no estuviéramos haciendo lo
suficiente para ayudar a los artistas que estaban
luchando en todo el mundo y senti que debia dar
un paso adelante como lider. Pero simplemente no
tenia la energia. La adiccidn al trabajo me alcanzd y
me estrellé.

Cancelamos nuestro programa de residencia de
mayo y luego el programado para octubre. El tiempo
de CAMPO se detuvo. Me las arreglé, sin embargo,
para asistir a las charlas de Zoom organizadas por la
Alianza de Comunidades de Artistas para directores
de programas de residencia, y apoyamos a una he-
roica banda de chefs de primera clase que cocinaron
comida fresca para gente necesitada.

Y en Garzon, hicimos mdscaras a mano para dar a
los residentes del pueblo, aunque en ese momento
no podiamos imaginar que alguien en Garzon fuese
a necesitar jamas un barbijo. Aunque el virus esta-
ba a raya en Uruguay, la ansiedad colectiva comenzo
a vibrar dentro de las paredes de nuestras casas y
nuestros seres.

En la pausa y la quietud, comenzamos a escuchar
nuestras voces interiores y a examinar nuestros
sistemas de creencias - una oportunidad unica para
conectar con nosotros mismos y también con los
demads. En la pausa, mientras pasabamos el prolifero
sufrimiento, también fuimos testigos de la revela-
cion de bellas verdades y el surgimiento de ideas.

Durante casi tres meses, disfruté de mi mundo y tuve
la oportunidad de considerar realmente todas las co-
sas de CAMPO. El AHORA es lo que he llegado a
comprender. Ahora es el momento en que lugares
como CAMPO son mas necesarios que nunca. Aho-
ra la gente comprende la importancia y la necesidad
de la quietud y la conexidn, la esencia de la pausa.

No sdlo eso, la gente estaba conectdndose y de di-
ferentes formas. Y no era sdlo yo. Eras tu. Era todo
el mundo. Y era necesario. Sabia que CAMPO debia
continuar, y que también debia fortalecer su mision
en torno a la conexidn, la comunidad y la conver-
sacion.

Asi que volvimos a trabajar. Nuestro futuro requeria
soluciones creativas y nacio la idea de un CAMPO
Artfest global. [Ver mds en la pagina 4].

Lanzamos una campana de recaudacion de fondos
para involucrar a la gente de todo el mundo y re-
caudar dinero y conciencia para nuestro 4° festival
anual y fundacién. Gracias al apoyo del comité orga-
nizador de este ano, a las galardonadas donaciones
y a los ddlares de todas partes, excedimos nuestra
meta de 80 mil ddlares y, por primera vez, ofrecimos
honorarios a nuestros 50+ artistas.

Con nuestro tema BREAKING BORDERS, CAM-
PO Artfest 2020 se ha convertido en un vehiculo
para iniciar la conversacion sobre temas dificiles, y
una plataforma de lanzamiento para la resolucion de
problemas. A medida que ibamos reuniendo artistas
y voces apasionadas sobre diversos temas durante
los meses previos al dia del festival, nuestra vision
de las cumbres creativas se convirtid en una reali-
dad virtual. Este es un programa que pretendemos
seguir desarrollando invitando a lideres de pensa-
miento a Garzon para los grupos de reflexidn creati-
va cuando construyamos nuestro campus principal
firmado por el célebre arquitecto Rafael Vifioly en
los préximos dos anos.

Mientras tanto, nuestro encantador estudio Alma-
cen se transformd en un mini CAMPO Canteen
en este verano unico, compartiendo café, creativi-
dad y conversacion. Estamos entusiasmados con la
afluencia de gente que se mudard a la zona de Punta
del Este y con el inminente auge cultural.

Equipo Curatorial, Uruguay

he curatorial criteria for the projects se-

lected for this edition of CAMPO Artfest

intends to integrate some of the themes

that emerged throughout this year, im-
posing challenges on all of us in the midst of sus-
tained uncertainty. Addressing these issues from
creative practices, however, enabled a particular
space for experimentation and the consolidation of
disciplinary transversality in the field of visual and
performative practices.

This has been a challenging period for the entire
planet. It has imposed conditions of distance that
could have augured complete isolation and a ten-
dency to individualism. However, it has also en-
couraged phenomena of connection of communi-
ties and of interrelation between artists, thinkers
and generators of knowledge that would have been
difficult to expect in a circumstance like the one
we live in. The world is moving towards a growing
interdependence in which the boundaries between
disciplines necessarily become porous. For this
reason, the interdisciplinary crossover dynamics
that characterize the selected projects somehow
highlight the long Uruguayan history of experi-
mentation.

The selection that we present here is characterized
by their willingness to investigate. They are artists
with diverse backgrounds, who present projects
that question their own work as creators, and who
investigate new languages and new ways of con-
necting with audiences and communities. In this
group of artists there is a tradition of crossover
with biology, architecture, psychology and socio-
logical disciplines of inquiry into the way in which
culture relates to broader dynamics of social in-
teraction. It is a heterogeneous group, which has
nevertheless had innumerable instances of collab-
oration and construction of projects in common in
the past. ®

word, for me it would be construction. To be
able to break a border inherently you have to
build. As one destroys, something is built.”

El criterio curatorial con el que se

para esta edicion de CAMPO Artfest se propone integrar algu-
nas de las temdticas surgidas a lo largo de este afio que nos im-
puso a todos, desafios en medio de una sostenida incertidumbre.
Sin embargo, abordar estas problemadticas desde las précticas crea-
tivas, habilitd un espacio particular para la experimentacién y la
consolidacion de transversalidades disciplinarias en el campo de las

prdcticas visuales y performativas.

Este ha sido un periodo que ha constituido un reto para todo el plane-
ta. Ha impuesto condiciones de distancia que habrian podido augurar
un completo aislamiento y una tendencia al individualismo. Sin em-
bargo, ha alentado también fendmenos de conexién de comunidades
y de interrelacion entre artistas, pensadores y generadores de cono-
cimiento que habrian sido dificiles de esperar en una circunstancia
como la que vivimos. El mundo avanza hacia una creciente interde-
pendencia en la que los limites entre las disciplinas necesariamente
se tornan porosos. Por esa razon las dindmicas de cruce interdiscipli-
narios que caracterizan los proyectos seleccionados resaltan de algu-
na manera el largo historial uruguayo de experimentacion.

La seleccion que aqui presentamos se caracteriza por su disposicion
a investigar, se trata de artistas de diversa trayectoria, que presen-
tan proyectos que cuestionan su propia labor como creadores y que

indagan en nuevos lenguajes y nuevas

audiencias y colectividades. En este conjunto de artistas hay una tra-
dicién de cruces con la biologia, la arquitectura, la psicologia y disci-
plinas socioldgicas de indagacion sobre la forma en que la cultura se
relaciona con dindmicas mds amplias de la interaccion social. Se trata
de un grupo heterogéneo, que sin embargo ha tenido innumerables
instancias de colaboracion y de construccion de proyectos en comun

La creciente escena artistica de Uruguay

here’s a circuit of art emerg-
ing out East, stretching from
La Barra to Garzon to Jose
Ignacio. “It's a new cultural
corridor,” says CAMPO founder Hei-
di Lender of the triangle buzzing with
new projects of international import.
“Many people — especially from big
cities — landed in the area during the
pandemic. Culture is in demand.”

The biggest art boom is on Ruta 104,
dubbed by some Camino del Arte, with
noise from artist Pablo Atchugarry’s
new MACA (Museo de Arte Contem-
pordneo Americano). Drive by and see
the impressive work-in-progress of
Carlos Ott's architectural design. Gal-
lery Xippas has built a beautiful barn
housing his international art ros-
ter across the street, and Galerie Sur
plans to relocate to seven hectares
on this stretch at the end of 2021.

From here, swing by La Pecera in
La Barra, a gallery owned by art-
ist Martin Pelenur, who repre-
sents of band of Uruguayan-based
artists, and Galerie del Paseo in
Manantiales, where Monday night
is movie night and topnotch exhi-
bitions change every few weeks.
Then to Jose Ignacio, home to JIIFF
(Jose Ignacio International Film
Festival), the hottest outdoor beach
event of the season the first weeks
of January. Mamu Camacho just
opened Otro Lugar Arte y Cultura in
the village, a place to gather through
Latin American art and culture,
with exhibitions, artist talks and
a specially-curated book section.
